Primary MCLs are set as
close to the PHGs (or MCLGs) as is
economically and technologically feasible.
Secondary MCLs are set to protect the odor,
taste, and appearance of drinking water.
Primary Drinking Water Standards
(PDWS): MCLs for contaminants that affect
health along with their monitoring and
reporting requirements, and water treatment
requirements.

Secondary Drinking Water Standards
(SDWS): MCLs for contaminants that affect
taste, odor, or appearance of the drinking
water. Contaminants with SDWSs do not
affect the health at the MCL levels.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level
Goal (MRDLG): The level of a disinfectant
added for water treatment below, which there
is no known or expected risk to health.
MRDLGs are set by the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency.

Treatment Technique (TT): A required
process intended to reduce the level of a
contaminant in drinking water

Regulatory Action Level (AL): The
concentration of a contaminant, which, if
exceeded, triggers treatment or other
requirements, which a water system must
follow.

Variances and Exemptions: Department permission

to exceed an MCL or not comply with a treatrnent
technique under certain conditions.

resides in plumbing the more lead it may contain. Flushing the tap means running the
cold water faucet for about 15-30 seconds. Although toilet flushing or showering flushes
water through a portion of the plumbing system, you still need to flush the water in each
faucet before using it for drinking or cooking. Flushing tap water is a simple and
inexpensive measure you can take to protect your health. It usually uses less than one
gallon of water.

2. Do not cook with, or drink water from the hot water tap. Hot water
can dissolve more lead more quickly than cold water. If you need hot water, draw water
from the cold tap and then heat it.

3. The steps described above will reduce the lead concentrations in
your drinking water. However, if you are still concerned, you may wish to use bottled
water for drinking and cooking.

4. You can consult a variety of sources for additional information.
Your family doctor or pediatrician can perform a blood test for lead and provide you with
information about the health effects of lead. State and local government agencies that
can be contacted include:

A.Madera County Environmental Health at 675-7823 can provide
you with information about your facility's water supply; and

B.Madera County Environmental Health at 675—7823 can provide
you with information about the health effects of lead.

(b) Any additional information presented shall be consistent with the information in
subsection (a) and be in plain language that can be understood by laypersons. A system
may delete information pertaining to lead service lines, on approval by the Department, if
the water system does not have any such lines. Building permit record availability and
consumer access to these records may be modified, if approved by the Department.

(1) Why should everyone want to know the facts about lead and drinking water?
Because unhealthy amounts of lead can enter drinking water through the plumbing in
your home. That's why I urge you to do what I did. I had my water tested . You can
contact the Madera County Environmental Health for information on testing and on
simple ways to reduce your exposure to lead in drinking water.
